Term Assessments.

Christmas Term. Theme - Ysgol a Newidiadau/ School and Changes.

Oracy: - An individual presentation and group discussion
based on school life

Reading: - A reading comprehension extracting information
from more than one source

Writing: - A diary based on their first day at school

Easter Term. Theme :- Gwrthdaro /Conflict.

Oracy: - Group task on bullying

Reading: - Task based on the novel “Snap Sydyn”
Writing: - Newspaper article based on a scene from the
novel “Snap Sydyn”

Summer Term. Theme :- Chwedlau Cymru / Folk Legends.

Oracy: - Group Task - Script for a radio show discussing folk
legends

Reading: - A reading comprehension extracting information
from more than one source

Writing: - Opinion based task "Pam mae Cymru yn bwysig i
fi/Why is Wales important to me?”

Skills.

During each lesson pupils in year seven will have the opportunity to develop an understanding of a variety of skills
such as oracy, reading and writing. Use of ICT is integrated into the lessons to develop and enhance vocabulary. Pupils
will learn to write in a variety of forms. Pupils will develop their thinking and literacy skills as well as working with
others.

Extra- Curricular Activities.
Pupils in year seven celebrate "Diwrnod Shwmae” within the department ang also “Clwb Cymraeg” which runs on a weekly basis. Pupils
have the opportunity to participate in Urdd activities as well as the School Eisteddfod and St David's day activities.
