In year 7, pupils will complete an introductory module in French which will provide them with the
basics of the language as well as cultural understanding. Focus will also be on the use of the
target language within the classroom and taking pupils very quickly from individual words up to
whole texts of language. The use of language games and songs are also a focal point of teaching
in year 7. The language learnt in year 7 will provide a base for the transition into year 8. By the
end of year 7, pupils should be working on levels 3-5 and all pupils will be given the support and
opportunity to reach their potential. In all modules, pupils will be assessed in Oracy, Reading and
Writting.
